A Message from the Pastor

GOD'S CHRISTMAS PUZZLE

If a puzzle is perfectly represented in great detall
and high definition color on the box in all its
glorious detall, then why bother to put it together?
Why not just cut out the picture from the card
board box and place a frame around it? Of
course the question misses the point of a puzzle.

The delight of a puzzle is watching an emerging
picture or finding that one piece hidden like a
needle in the haystack that completes the image or
is the satisfaction of literally and metaphorically
putting all the pieces together.

God has given us a picture of the perfect Savior in
the Nativity of Jesus.
